6. Applicant must write an essay describing your educational goals and how you will use this scholarship

to obtain these goals.
7. Applicant must include in that essay a memorable time at Springfield Elementary and describe that

experience.
8. Recipient will provide proof of enrollment and/or receipts to the institution they attend. Upon proof of

enrollment, Springfield Elementary PTO will send the check directly to the student.
9. If the student does not provide proof of enrollment within 6 months of receiving the scholarship, the

recipient will be denied the scholarship entirely.
10. Application deadline is April 1, 2024.
